Students with little or no instrumental experience develop foundational instrumental technique, foundational music literacy, and aesthetic musical awareness 
through rehearsal, performance, and study of high-quality band literature. Instrumentalists work on the fundamentals of music notation, sound production, 
instrument care and maintenance, and personal and group rehearsal strategies.
